o Why is God’s covenant with Noah so important (see 8:20-22, 9:8-17)? 
o How is Noah and his family’s reentrance into creation similar to Adam and Eve in the Garden of Eden?  

What’s different?  See Gen. 9:1-17. 
o How does this story shape our view of who God is?  How does your interaction with the text change the 

way you view your sin, the sin of others, and the coming judgment?
