Flood (6:9-8:22)

Introduction: 6:9-10

Structure of Flood Narrative (Allen Ross)

Al — God resolves to destroy the corrupt human race (6:11-13)

B1 — Noah builds an ark according to God’s instructions (6:14-22)

C1 — The Lord commands the remnant to enter the ark (7:1-10)

D1 — The flood begins (7:11-16)

E1 — Flood prevails and the mountains are covered (7:17-24)

F — God remembers Noah (8:1a)



E2 — Flood recedes and the mountains are visible (8:1b-5)

D2 — The earth dries (8:6-14)

C2 — God commands the remnant to leave the ark (8:15-19)

B2 — Noah builds an altar (8:20)

A2 —The Lord resolves not to destroy humankind (8:21-22)
