Describe what Paul means when he says Jesus "emptied himself." What does it

mean for Jesus to be made in the likeness of man?  

What do we learn about Christ's humility in v.8? How does this affect how we

approach what it means to be a disciple of Jesus?

Why exactly does God enable humility for victory? How is this consistent with

God's character and the Christian life?

Being humbly submitted to Jesus is the core of what it means to be a disciple.

What is the biggest struggle for you when it comes to practicing humility? If

you're stuck on this one perhaps your spouse can help ;)
