e What do we learn about discipleship in this passage? Give some insights as to
what Paul says discipleship actually looks like.

e What is Paul talking about in verse 217 Explain in your own words about the life

we will look forward to in the world to come.

WRAPPING UP
e When you hear the words Paul uses in verse 20, "Our citizenship is in heaven,"
how does this change how we live? What is one area in your life God is calling
you to participate in his kingdom or perhaps where he is calling you to change

your life to be in alignment with the kingdom?
