e Jesus's response to the Pharisees is quite shocking. What does he mean
by the stones would cry out if his disciples were quiet? (The OT reference
is Hab 2:11)

e How come Jesus weeps over Jerusalem?

¢ As you think about Jesus going to the cross, what moves within you as we
approach Easter? Do you feel sorrow for your sin? How might you

surrender to king Jesus?
