Jesus to death? How does the statement in verse 31 signal how Jesus's
words might be fulfilled in his death?

What does Jesus mean by saying, “My kingdom is not of this world?”
Describe what he means in the context of this passage.

The irony of Pilate’s question, “What is truth” is a question for the reader
as he stands before Jesus. How does our world think about truth today?
How does the truth about Jesus, his death, resurrection, and ascension

change our lives?
