What is the good deposit that Paul is speaking of to Timothy? What does

it look like to "guard" it? 

How do we deal with those who fall away from the faith? Why do you

think Paul talks about Phygelus, Hermogenes, and Onesiphorus? What do

they have to do with all of this?

What does it look like to actively train others to follow Jesus? How is this

more than passing down "Christian culture?"
