Why is Joseph

considered a righteous man? 

Why does the prophecy say His name would be

“Immanuel”, but the angel told Joseph to name Him

“Jesus”?

Read Matthew 2:13-15 Why does Matthew include this

detail about Jesus's escape from Herod? What does

the prophecy "Out of Egypt, I called my son" mean?

(Hint: Think about Exodus)

How are you focusing on the joy of Christ this season?
