Why does Luke make mention of their inability to "see" Jesus? 

How come Jesus takes the time to interpret the scriptures for the two men

instead of just telling them who he is? 

What does Luke mean when he talks about Jesus being made known in the

breaking of bread? 

The disciples on the road to Emmaus, are moved from being hopeless to

hopeful. For the church, the resurrection changes everything. Where do you see

Jesus restoring your hope in this season? Where have you found yourself to be

challenged and/or encouraged by God's grace?
