 How come John addresses the crowd as a “brood of vipers?” 

 What is the significance of crowds (particularly the jews) resting on the

fact that Abraham was their Father? What did John mean when he said

these stones will raise up children for Abraham?

What do you notice about the inquiries of the crowds, tax collectors, and

soldiers? How does John respond?  

 How does John’s ministry of baptism and lifestyle change direct people

to follow Jesus? 

 Where are the areas in our life where we are being challenged to live

according to the Gospel?  
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
