manner?

Why do you think he calls Timothy his beloved? 

How come Paul begins the letter with "Grace, mercy, and peace from

God the Father and Christ Jesus our Lord." 

As we think about what it means to leave a legacy that lasts, what are

some postures we must have corporately and individually at our church to

ensure that the next generation will know and live the Gospel?
