atonement = purification / cleansing

Burnt Whole animal consumed by fire. "Atonement.”

Grain Food offering, Unleavened tlour / grain, oll, spices.
Peace From herd or tlock. Thanksgiving (Lev 7:12-25
Sin | 45 “Ifaperson sins unintentionally...” not moral sin




Purpose of Levitical Sacrificial System

* No sacrifices for murder, adultery, idolatry, ... or any “willful sins.”

e Ritual purification: meant tor cleansing (“atoning for”) a person so that they are acceptable to
enter into worship.

* Ritual defilement often occurred for things that are unavoidable
