But for this purpose | have raised you [Pharaoh] up,
to show you my power, so that my name may be

Exodus 9:16

proclaimed in all the earth.

Remember (Ex 2:24) and further establish (Ex 6:4-8) the covenant with
Abraham (Ex 13:5,11; 32:1).

The Exodus : God’s Name

He reveals Himself to Moses as the “I AM" (Exodus 6:2,3)
LORD (:1177°) YHWY = Yahweh, Jehovah
A and Q = the Eternal God (Isaiah 40:28, 41:4, 43:10,11, 44:6; Rev 1:8, 22:13)

He will often refer to Himself as "the LORD who brought you out of Egypt"
throughout Scripture.

Preface to First Commandment (Ex 20, Deut 5)

He is about to differentiate Himself from the "gods of Egypt.”
